Keystone Study Group – Communications Summary* 
The sixth meeting of the Keystone Study Group* took place Friday, June 16, 
2023. Guided by the Spirit, the study group whole-heartedly affirms the 
possibility of becoming ONE Keystone Conference. In our May and June 
meetings, we clarified WHAT a Keystone Conference would look like. We 
were mindful of all the ways a Keystone Conference can serve, support, 
challenge and unite our diverse faith communities and ministries. In all we 
addressed, we aimed to imagine a vibrant way of being the Body of Christ 
in our areas.
