They were
the first to step into our boat! In October 2022 we invited 40 more leaders in our
church to join us and formed the Leadership Planning Team. We have been
meeting almost monthly looking at and creating a vision for God's ministry and
mission at Union. In June 2023 we presented all of our work to Consistory who
agreed to partner with us in our next steps.

Our Leadership Planning Team and Consistory met in January and received updates from our
Marketing Team, the Open and Affirming (ONA) process, and Pastor Carrie’s input on wellness and
mental health initiatives.

Rev. Bonnie Bates, Penn Northeast Conference Minister joined us to help integrate
the work we have done and create a plan for for what’s next.

Each LPT team member has been asked to serve on 1 of 3 teams: Architect interviews and design
process with LPT and congregation, Capital Campaign and Financial piece of next steps, and Purpose
and Why of Renovating Memorial Hall.
